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Successful Completion of the Special Annual NSS Camp at
Gurukul Women's College

Upholding the motto of NSS, "Not Me, But You," the NSS unit of Gurukul
Women's Arts and Commerce College organized a special seven-day annual
camp at Simani village from January 26, 2025, to February 1, 2025. The
inauguration ceremony took place on January 26, 2025, with Shri
Narendrasinh Rana, a member of the college's IQAC, as the chief guest. The
event commenced with a traditional lamp-lighting ceremony led by Shri
Narendrasinh Rana, the college principal Dr. Anupam Nagar, vice-principal
Prof. Rohiniba Jadeja, NSS program officer Dr. Rajendrabhai Chaudhary, Dr.
Namrataben Samani, former NSS program officer Dr. Ketakiben Pandya, and
NSS leaders.

During the ceremony, Principal Dr. Anupam Nagar delivered an inspiring
speech, motivating the participating students about the role of NSS in national
development and their responsibilities as volunteers. He also elaborated on
the meaning and essence of NSS.

Throughout the camp, various activities were conducted with the support of
the village Sarpanch, ministers, and school teachers, including Urvashiben
Dodiya, Nehalbhen, Rupalben, and Pujaben.

Temple, Jambuvati Caves, and Sandipani Temple.

The students engaged in door-to-
door awareness campaigns on road safety, cleanliness, environmental
protection, de-addiction, voter awareness, health maintenance, and the
importance of girls' education. A drawing competition was also organized for
schoolchildren, with winners receiving prizes.

The event
ended with a cultural program presented by village students, followed by a
talk by Dr. Rajendrabhai Chaudhary on the role of NSS at the college level.
