The 59th Annual Function of Gurukul Mahila Arts and Commerce College,
managed by the Rajratna Shreshthi Shri Nanjibhai Kalidas Mehta Arya Kanya
Vidyalaya Trust—an institution that has been nurturing education, values, and
culture for more than seven decades—was celebrated at Sharada Mandir with
great enthusiasm and dignity. The Chief Guest of the Programme was Dr. C. G.
Joshi, Member of IQAC and Former Principal of M. D. Science College. The
Guests of Honour included IQAC members Pushpa Joshi, Dr. Milan Vasavada,
and Sameer Tejura. The Programme was organised under the guidance of
Principal Dr. Anupam Nagar through the thematic stream of Music, Song and
Dance. The celebration commenced in the traditional Gurukul style with Vedic
chanting by Hetal Sambad and her group. The ceremonial lighting of the lamp
by the dignitaries followed. Dr. Ketaki Pandya, Head of the English
Department, delivered the welcome address and introduced the esteemed
guests.

Dr. C. G. Joshi was felicitated with a shawl and memento by Principal Dr.
Anupam Nagar. The Guests of Honour were also formally welcomed. Thereafter,
Principal Dr. Anupam Nagar presented the Annual Report for the year 2025-26
and delivered his address. Explaining the deeper meaning of the word
“Gurukul,” he elaborated that it embodies knowledge and the guiding presence
of the Guru,; flight and energy; creation and research; progress and upliftment;
action and skill; celebration and enthusiasm; and leadership with a long-term
vision. Appreciating the collective efforts of faculty and students, he highlighted
that 280 students applied for scholarships during the year, 38 completed the
Finishing School Programme, and 156 successfully undertook internships.
Through the Innovation Club, students received 30 hours of training in women
entrepreneurship, while 123 students completed Health and Hygiene training
and 126 cleared the SCOPE examination. A total of 452 students participated
in short-term, add-on and NSQF courses. Over the past eight years, faculty
members have published 86 research papers, four faculty members
participated in Faculty Improvement Programmes, and six teachers along with
two hostel rectors received Mental Health training. Out of 50 NCC cadets, 28
attended national and state-level camps held in Rajasthan, Mizoram, Kerala,
Lakshadweep and Gujarat. NSS volunteers conducted various cleanliness
drives and government initiatives, and the institution received the Best College
Award and Best Volunteer Award for excellence in election duty. Dr. Bhargav
Bhatt from the Gujarati Department received Ph.D. guideship, while Nimisha
Pandit and Shubham Samani successfully registered and qualified in Ph.D.
coursework.

In the second phase of the Programme, Gold Medals and various awards for the
academic year 2024-25 were conferred by the Chief Guest. The Rajratna
Shreshthi Shri Nanjibhai Kalidas Mehta Gold Medal was awarded to Raji
Parmar. The Shri Dhirendra N. Mehta Gold Medal in Commerce was presented
to Ankita Ghediya, while the Dr. Savitaben N. Mehta Gold Medal in Home
Science was conferred upon Khushi Bokhiriya. The Shri Dhirendra N. Mehta

Medhavini D. Mehta Gold Medal for M.Com. was presented to Hiral Nimavat.
